After hours/weekends/public holidays – Contact Hospital Nurse Manager – pager 8840





Treating doctor to obtain consent for BBV testing from parents/guardian. If consent is refused, contact on-call Clinical Microbiologist for management








Monday to Friday 0800 to 1600 hours


CNC Immunisation/Staff Infection Control will provide initial assessment and immediate management and organise baseline blood sample collection and attendance at Haematology Department  





Request and sign Pathology request  for : HBV surface antigen, Hepatitis C & HIV antibody . Mark as “source of  accidental inoculation – copy to Inoculation Nurse”  


 (may use prewritten forms in pack)





After hours/weekends/public holidays


Hospital Nurse manager will arrange for initial assessment and immediate management by Emergency medical staff,  Staff member to attend Emergency Dept.


Checklist to be completed by reviewing doctor. DO NOT triage staff or clerical registering so as to maintain confidentiality


Baseline bloods to be collected Blood sample (x1 tube) 6mL red or yellow top 


Doctor to sign & request screen for HBV / HCV / HIV antibody baseline screen

Collect blood sample (x1 tube) 6mL red or yellow top or send patient to haematology if open and appropriate.





If massive exposure /patient  considered high risk for BBV / known positive for BBV.


contact On-call Clinical Microbiologist via switch board for further management. 


HBIG kept in PMH Blood bank.  HIV medication starter pack kept in EDept. 





Send blood sample to PathWest PMH Microbiology  Dept.


If massive exposure to staff member / patient considered high risk for BBV / known positive for BBV, Contact On-call Clinical Microbiologist via switchboard to arrange for URGENT testing





Staff member to contact  CNC Staff Infection Control next working day for ongoing follow up management required.





Treating Doctor to receive blood test results and relay to parents/guardian if still an inpatient.





Complete  CAHS Employee Incident/Hazard form located on intranet.


Give form to Theatre Manager for completion and will forward to OSH department


If after hours, Hospital manager will forward completed Afterhours checklist to CNC staff Inoculation
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
